· Having or displaying a friendly manner.
eg: 	He was an amiable fellow who got on with just about everyone.

· stubbornly established by habit
· Long established and unlikely to change
eg:	I’m an inveterate water drinker; I drink 8  glasses a day.
06/11/2019	superfluous
· exceeding what is necessary
eg:	She had won the campaign, so her constant flattery of others was superfluous.
07/11/2019	oblivious
· lacking consciousness or awareness of something, especially what is happening around you.
eg:	She was so absorbed in her work that she was oblivious to the passing of time.
08/11/2019	innate
· inborn, native, inherent
· existing in or belonging to an individual from birth
eg: 	He had an innate musicality, unlike his tone-deaf brother.
11/11/2019	accommodate
· provide lodging or sufficient space for
· fit in with the wishes or needs of	
eg: 	The company altered the launch date to accommodate a major customer.
12/11/2019	camouflage
· to hide or disguise the presence of (a person, animal or object)
eg:	The lizard’s light brown skin acts as a camouflage in the desert sand.
13/11/2019	harass
· to subject to aggressive pressure or intimidation
· make repeated small scale attacks on (an enemy)
eg:  	The squadron’s task was to harass the retreating enemy forces.
14/11/2019	memento
· an object kept as a reminder of a person or event
eg:	I kept a seashell as a memento of our beach trip.
15/11/2019	outrageous
· shockingly bad or excessive
· very bold or unusual; rather shocking
eg:	She is known for her wild hairdos and outrageous costumes.

· a special right, advantage or immunity granted or available only to a particular person or group
eg:	He had the privilege of a private education.

affect:	to make a difference to or to exert influence on (usually used as a verb)
		eg:	One student messing in class can affect all the others.
		effect:	a change which is a result of a cause or actions (usually used as a noun)
		eg:	Technology has had a profound effect on our lives.

· having a great need or desire for something 
eg: 	I don’t want to sound desperate, but I really need a coffee right now.

· at once; instantly
· without any intervening time or space
eg: 	When he didn’t reply immediately, she knew the answer.
22/11/2019	queue
· a line or sequence of people or vehicles awaiting their turn
· a list of data items stored so as to be retrievable in a definite order
eg:	There was a queue of traffic waiting to turn right
25/11/2019	precede
· come before something in time
· to surpass in rank, dignity or importance
eg: 	The stadium pulsed with the emotions that always precede such an important match.
26/11/2019	mischievous
· causing or showing fondness for causing trouble in a playful way
· causing or intended to cause harm or trouble
eg: 	The idea brought a mischievous smile to her lips.
27/11/2019	noticeable
· easily seen, clear or apparent
· noteworthy
eg:	There is a noticeable improvement in your grades.
28/11/2019	column
· an upright pillar, typically cylindrical 
· a vertical division of a page or text
eg: 	Please turn to page five, column seven of your English book.
29/11/2019	there/their/they’re
there:	in that position or place (hint: if it can be substituted by ‘here’ in a sentence then use ’ there’)  – t+ here= there
eg: 	Please bring the books over there.
their:	belonging to them  or relating to them (hint: contains the word ‘heir’ which means possesses the right to inherit)
eg:	It was their joint birthday party last weekend.
		they’re:		abbreviation of they are (hint: replace the ‘a’ with an apostrophe)
				they are – a + ‘ = they’re
		eg:	They’re very busy today working on various projects.	
		Example: 	There are their books which they’re returning to the library.
