6th Exceed
Be greater in number or size than; go beyond what is allowed or stipulated
Eg: He expects to be able to exceed his goal of fifty daily sit ups by the end of the month.

7th Foreign
Of, from, in or characteristic of a country or language other than one’s own. Strange and unfamiliar. 
Eg: He spoke in a foreign language, but she wasn’t sure if it was Italian or Spanish.

8th Niece
The daughter of one's brother or sister; the daughter of one's spouse's brother or sister.
Eg: My husband's niece will turn thirteen at the end of this month.

11th Parliament
The group of elected politicians or other people who make the laws for their country.
Eg: She was elected to parliament in 1977.

12th Precede
Come before something in time, order or position. Go in front or ahead of.
Eg: Sometimes a tingling sensation in the arm will precede a heart attack.

13th Skilful
Having or showing skill. Being good at something, especially when you have practiced it.
Eg: Police officers have to be skilful drivers. 

16th Repetition
The action of repeating something that has already been said or written. The recurrence of an action or event.
Eg: Her comments are definitely worthy of repetition.

15th Vacuum
A space entirely devoid of matter; a void. A device creating or utilising a partial vacuum such as a vacuum cleaner.
Eg: Sound waves cannot travel through a vacuum. 
As a verb it means to use a vacuum device.
Eg: He needed to vacuum the carpet as it was very messy after the party.

18th Separate
As a noun it means existing or happening independently or in a different physical space. 
Eg: We each have a separate bedroom but share a communal kitchen area.
As a verb it means to divide into parts or to cause to divide into parts. 
Eg: You need to separate the egg whites from the yolks when you are making meringues.

19th Queue
A line of people waiting for something. 
Eg: There was a queue of people waiting patiently 
To wait in a line of people. 
Eg: We had to queue for three hours to get in.

20th Noticeable
Easy seen or noticed; clear or apparent. Noteworthy. 
Eg: There has been a noticeable improvement in his cooking since he started taking lessons.

21st Hygiene
Hygiene is the practice of keeping yourself and/or your surroundings clean, especially in order to prevent illness or the spread of diseases. 
Eg: Poor standards of hygiene can mean that disease spreads quickly.

22nd Fulfil
To achieve or realise something. To carry out a role or duty as required. 
Eg: Some officials were dismissed because they did not fulfil their duties. 

25th Beautiful
Possessing qualities that are pleasing to the eye. Attractive. 
Eg: She wore a beautiful blue dress that complemented her eyes.

26th Fiery
Burning strongly and brightly. 
Eg: The sun was a fiery ball as it set beyond the hills. 
Having the bright colour of fire. 
Eg: His car was painted a fiery shade of red. 
Having a passionate and quick tempered nature. 
Eg: She was a fiery woman and not to be messed with.

27th Leisure
Time when one is not working or occupied; free time. Use of time for enjoyment or activities. 
Eg: The town needs better leisure facilities such as a swimming pool or tennis courts.

28th Maintenance
The upkeep of property or equipment.
Eg: The building suffered from years of poor maintenance.
The process of preserving a condition or situation or state of being.
Eg: The committee looked for ways to ensure the maintenance of community spirit.
Financial support provided for a person’s living expenses. 
Eg: His scholarship meant he could attend college with fees and maintenance paid.

29th Miniature
Very small of its kind. 
Eg: The children were dressed as miniature versions of the adults. The miniature dog fit perfectly in her handbag.
A thing that is much smaller than normal. 
Eg: Seven full sized cars and 3 miniature versions were on display.
